Family and friends are also invited to attend the
morning classes on Thursday and Friday of the final week.

¢ What ages is camp for?
Camp is for ages 5 and up. They will be placed in smaller groups based on their age once they arrive at camp.

¢ What will my camper need to bring?
They will need to bring a non-perishable bag lunch and water bottle with them each day. We have a snack and
soda machine on site. Campers will eat together here at the studio. Only water will be allowed outside of the lunch
break. Campers should also be dressed in clothes and shoes that are comfortable and allow them to move freely.

¢When is camp?
We have three sessions to choose from: July S - July 16 * July 19 - July 30 * August 2 - August 13
Monday - Friday 9:00am - 3:30pm *
* The first Friday of each camp is the optional Field trip day to The Lost Colony. Regular camp will not be held on those Fridays.

* We will offer optional After- Care service for parents that need to pick up their child after 3:30pm. This is available until 5:30pm
daily (Mon. - Thurs.) for a small additional fee.

¢ Where is Camp held?

Campers should be dropped off and picked up daily from our Bank St. Studio location. All Campers attending
Session 2 (July 19 - 30) will attend an offsite performance on the morning of July 29.
